To insure a 
smooth transition into life as a homeowner, we provide a liaison for each family accepted into 
our program. The main job of the liaison is to stay in contact and provide support to the families 
during the time they’re building their homes and then for the first year after they move into their 
new homes. 

The Family Support Committee also has the following responsibilities: 

• To provide workshops for families on topics such as home maintenance and repair, home 
and community safety, fire safety, budgeting and communications. 

• To keep families apprised on community events and special offers in the community. 

• To organize the house dedication ceremony – the most joyful of all Habitat for Humanity 
events – when the keys to the new house are handed over to the partner family and it 
becomes a home.
